4. Vote in-person at the Vote Center in Santa Ana, Ward 3.

The Registrar of Voters office in Santa Ana also has a ballot drop box and serves as a
Vote Center for Santa Ana, Ward 3, voters.

The Vote Center in Santa Ana, Ward 3 and the Vote Center at the Registrar of Voters’
Office open on November 4. Both Vote Centers will be open from November 4 through
8 p.m. on November 14.
